1.  Present Simple:A routine
	
	affirmative
	negative
	question

	I/you/we/they
	I play.
	I do not play.
	Do I play?

	he/she/it
	He plays.

2.  Present Continuous:  Now
	
	affirmative
	negative
	question

	I
	I am playing.
	I am not playing.
	Am I playing?

	he, she, it
	He is playing.
	He is not playing.
	Is he playing?

	you, we, they
	You are playing.
	You are not playing.
	Are you playing?


3.  Countable/Uncountable:
I’ve got some books.
There isn’t any cheese.
Can you see any apples?
Remember!

Use ‘some’ with plural countable nouns and uncountable nouns. Use ‘any’ for negatives or questions with countable and uncountable nouns.
I’ve got some bananas and some honey.
I haven’t got any oranges or any milk.
Have you got any pears or any juice?
Be careful!

We use ‘a’ or ‘an’ with singular countable nouns. We put ‘s’ on plural countable nouns. We don’t use ‘a’ or put ‘s’ on uncountable nouns.
I can see a cat.
There are some dogs.
I haven’t got any chocolate.
We say... We don’t say...
There are some toys on the bed. (NOT There are any toys on the bed.)
She hasn’t got any time. (NOT She hasn’t got some time.)
There isn’t any cheese. (NOT There isn’t any cheeses.)
4.  Infinitive of Purpose:
to-infinitive can be used to express purpose:

Mary went to the door to open it.  
To pass this test, you must study.
5.  General Questions(Present Simple, Present Continuous, Past Simple, Present Perfect, Past Continuous):
Do you like fish?  Is she dancing?  Did he eat?  Has he cleaned his  room?  Was it playing?  

Questions with question words: 

Why do you like fish?  Where is she dancing? What did he eat?  Why has he cleaned his room?  Where was it playing?     
6.  Past Simple: A past action with an unknown result or no result.
2nd form of the verb(-ed for regular verbs)
Examples:
We jumped yesterday.  We didn't jump yesterday.  Did we jump yesterday?

I ran yesterday.  I didn't run yesterday.  Did I run yesterday?  
7.  Present Perfect:
I have eaten. She has eaten. 

I haven’t eaten. She hasn’t eaten. 

Have you eaten? Has she eaten? 

8. Past Simple vs. Present Perfect:
I have cleaned my room today. (There is a result. My room is clean

now.)

I cleaned my room last week. (This was in the past. We don’t know
if the room is clean or not now)
9.  Comparatives and Superlatives:
This house is bigger than that house. This book is more 

interesting than that book. 

This is the biggest house in the town. This is the most interesting 

book I have ever read.

10.  Other Comparative Structures:  
I am as tall as my sister. I am not as old as my father. 
It is too cold in this room. It is not hot enough to to swim. 
11.  Past Continuous and Past Simple:
1.  The most common use of the past continuous tense is to talk about something that was happening around a particular time in the past.
· What were you doing at 8 o’clock last night? I was watching television.
I started watching television before 8 o’clock and I continued watching it after 8 o’clock.

· In 1994 he was working in a small town in Poland.

· At 6 o’clock on Saturday morning we were travelling to the airport.
2. We often use the past continuous and the past simple tense together. When this happens, the past continuous describes a longer, ‘background’ action or situation and the past simple describes the action or events.
· When I woke up this morning it was raining and my father was singing in the kitchen.

· I was walking home, whistling happily, when I saw two masked men run out of the bank.
Often, the ‘action’ described by the past simple tense interrupts the ‘situation’ described by the past continuous tense.
· I broke my leg when I was skiing.

· I was playing a computer game when the doorbell rang.
Notice that the past continuous describes ‘situations’ that go on for some time – ‘skiing’ and ‘playing’ but the past simple describes ‘actions’ that happen quickly – ‘broke’ and ‘rang’.

Notice too the important difference between these two sentences.
· When they arrived, Jeff was cooking dinner. Jeff started cooking before they arrived.
· When they arrived, Jeff cooked dinner. Jeff started cooking dinner after they arrived.
12. Used to:
· We used to live in New York when I was young.

· There didn’t use to be a petrol station there. When was it built?
We can use ‘used to’ to talk about past states ….
· I used to go swimming every Thursday when I was at school.

· I used to study Chinese,  but I gave up a few years ago.
… or we can use ‘used to’ to talk about repeated past actions

Remember that ‘used to’ is only for past states/actions that don’t happen now – we can’t use it for things that still happen now. 

13.  Future Tenses:
Future Simple expresses a spontaneous decision, an prediction with regard to the future or an action in the future that cannot be changed.
Formation of Future Simple
	positive
	negative
	question

	I will speak.
	I will not speak.
	Will I speak?


Going to expresses a conclusion regarding the immediate future or an action in the near future that has already been planned or prepared.
Formation of “going to”
	
	positive
	negative
	question

	I
	I am going to speak.
	I am not going to speak.
	Am I going to speak?

	you / we / they
	You are going to speak.
	You are not going to speak.
	Are you going to speak?

	he / she / it
	He is going to speak.
	He is not going to speak.
	Is he going to speak?



Present Continuous for future plans that we can change. 

Formation of Future Continuous
	positive
	negative
	question

	I am going to Spain next week.
	I am not going to Spain next week.
	Am I going to Spain next week?


Notice the difference between these two sentences:  

Be careful! You are going to fall on that ice!

Not:  Be Careful! You are falling on that ice!
(This is a warning about what might happen in the future.)

Look! He is falling down the stairs.
(This is a comment on what is happening now.)
14.  Reported Speech:
Remember to change into a past tense:
I play tennis. --> He said that he played tennis.  

I played tennis.  -->He said that he had played tennis.  

I will play tennis.  -->He said that he would play tennis.  
If it is a fact, it isn't necessary to change the tense:
Water freezes at 0 degrees Celsius.  -->He said that water freezes at  0 degrees Celsius.
15.  First Conditional:
→ It is possible and also very likely that the condition will be fulfilled.

Form:if+Present Simple , Future Simple 
Example:If I find her address, I’ll send her an invitation.
Oral:  

1.  Lessons:  Tell me about your school lessons.  Which are your favourite lessons?  Which are your least favourite lessons?  Tell me about your favourite teacher.  Tell me about your classmates.  

2.  Favourite Places:  Tell me about your favourite place.  Where is it?  What does it look like? What can you do there? 

3.   Home:  Tell me about your home. What is your ideal home?

4.  Theatre:  What do you think of the theatre?  What do you like to see at the theatre? (Opera, Ballet, Plays, Concerts, etc.)  How often do you go to the theatre?  Do you like the circus?

5.  Celebrations:  What is your favourite festival or celebration?  What do you to to celebrate it? How did you celebrate your last birthday?

6.  Environment:  What things do you do to help protect the environment?  Do you recycle?  Do you think the environmental situation is getting better or worse in Russia?  What is the biggest environmental problem?  How can we solve it?

7.  Wildlife:  What is your favourite animal?  Have you got any pets?  How can we help endangered animals?  Are there any animals that you don't like?  Do you like going to the zoo?

8.  Future:  What do you think Moscow will be like in 50 years?  What job do you want to do in the future?  What do you think your life will be like in the future?
